Place: Budapest and Pannonhalma

Date: May 13-14th, 2010

Program:

On the first day of the project meeting (13th May 2010) the program started with welcoming of the partners in Hungary by Mr. Gyula Szup the Financial director of FVM VKSZI (MARD RDEAI).
Following the agenda at 10 am Mrs. Wayda Imréné, the Head of Educational Department introduced the hungarian partnerinstitute and the system of vocational education in Hungary (ppt see attached).
After came the presentation of Mr. Balázs Borkovits from the South Transdanubian Regional Development Agency. He participated formerly in a project (with EU support) about developing the wine route system in the southern wine regions of Hungary. His presentation was about the introducing of European Wine Route Qualification System.
After a short coffee break it was followed by the partner presentations of Camino de Santiago Wine Route Association by Aina Rodriguez Miralles and the spanish wine route and rural development system by Isaura Fernandez.
At the end of this session Carla Palmieri, the italian project manager introduced their institute, the main grape and wine of the Region Puglia and the training course „Technical promoter of wine routes” on that based our „Compostela Wine Route” project.

After the questions Izabella Élő, the hungarian project manager closed the morning session which was followed by agricultural press as well.

Later as it was planned there was a lunch also in the building of Hungarian Agricultural Library and Documentation Centre.

In the afternoon the partners continued their meeting with the steering group meeting and agreed in the followings:
· First they agreed in the planned date of the next meeting: October 4-6th, 2010.
· Partners plan to have a skype meeting in August about the development of the project.

· Technical staff of Camino de Santiago Wine Route Association will send the project logo in few weeks to the italian and hungarian partners.

· Partners plan to create one common learning material which will be translated to the partners languages (italian, spanish and hungarian).

· The common methodology training practice will be send by Carla Palmieri to the other partners.
· After translation it will be uploaded to the project website which will be available in 4 languages (italian, spanish, hungarian and english). It will be available after registration with a username and password.
· The website will also contain the educational structure of each country.

· Partners agreed to create an online forum to the homepage of Compostela Wine Route Project which will be handled by the FVM VKSZI. It will be available for everyone who interested in this field. All partners can share the its main acticities and events.
· Evaluation activities will be organised by FVM VKSZI.

After closing the second session of the day the partners took part on a guided tour in the House of Parlament of Hungary.

The closing moment of this day was a dinner in one of the main and oldest viticultural schools in Hungary. The director of the school, Mr. Gyula Földesi also introduced his institute and the theoretical and practical education, and the practical places and equipments.
On the second day of the II. Project meeting was organised to Pannonhalma, to Benedictine Archabbey and Abbey Winery Pannonhalma. The tour was guided by Mr. Tamás Illés, the communication manager of the Winery.
Before starting back to Budapest a lunch was organised to Restaurant Pannonhalma.

In the afternoon May 14th, 2010 the meeting was closed with a short sightseeing tour in Budapest and a dinner on that also took part Ms. Katalin Horváth who started this project at the hungarian partnerinstitute.
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
